DISCUSSION QUESTIONS 

1. Review what Peter has already said about false teachers (cf. 2 Pet. 2:1-10). What are they like? How do they operate? Why are they a threat to godly living and perseverance in faith? 

2. Compare today’s passage with Jude 8-13. What is similar about the way(s) Peter and Jude describe false teachers? 

3. In your own words, explain why 2 Peter 2:10-13 reveals false teachers as being arrogant yet ignorant. Why are their actions in these verses outrageous? 

4. Note the following words and phrases in 2 Peter 2:13-16: “They count it pleasure…reveling in their deceptions…insatiable for sin.” What does this reveal about the true nature/inward orientation of false teachers? 

5. The word “entice” (vv. 14, 18) refers to a fishing lure. Who are the false teachers trying to catch/trap? How can these people avoid being lured/ensnared by false teaching? 

6. Second Peter 2:20-22 gives us a dramatic description of apostasy (i.e., falling away from the faith). How does this form a contrast to Peter’s admonition to “make your calling election sure” in 2 Peter 1:3-15? In your own words, explain how Peter can simultaneously affirm God’s sovereign election of his undeserving people (cf. 2 Peter 1:1-4) and offer such a stern warning as that in 2 Peter 2:20-22? 

7. Have you ever witnessed an unsteady/immature professing Christian become lured, ensnared, and drawn away by false teaching? Explain. Examine your own heart and describe how false teaching might prove to be a stumbling block in your life. How can you guard against this threat? Specifically, how can you daily rehearse and revel in the gospel of Jesus Christ? How can you help other believers do the same?
