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DISCUSSION QUESTIONS 

1. Why is the theme of remembering so important to Peter? What does he want Christians to recall? Where else in his letters does he talk about remembering?

2. In light of his extensive treatment of false teachers in chapter two, explain the connection with today’s passage. Are the scoffers the same people? Why or why not? 

3. What do you think of when you hear the word “scoffing”? How does this help you understand what is happening in today’s passage? What are these people scoffing at? Why? 

4. According to verse 4, what are the scoffers saying? Why is their declaration patently false and naïve? What act(s) of God’s judgment are they failing to acknowledge? 

5. What does Peter tell us about the present heaven and earth (see vv. 6-7)? When will these things come to pass? How are Christians supposed to think/feel about this? 

6. In what way(s) have you witnessed false teachers, scoffers, etc. mocking the idea of Christ’s triumphant return to earth? In your own words, explain why the doctrine of Christ’s second coming is a means of grace and encouragement to Christians. In what way(s) have you become too focused on the details of Christ’s return? In what way(s) have you become negligent of the doctrine of Christ’s second coming? Why?
